O R D E R


In a W.P. (C ) no. 1853/2012 and C.M. no. 4050/2012 in the matter  of Prem Chand and Ors. V/s Directorate of Marketing Govt. of NCT and Ors, the Hon’ble High Court has given the following interim directions:-

“The case of the petitioners is that each of them is agriculturists who are producing their own flowers such as marigold and rose which are sold in retail by them for purpose of puja.   The petitioners claim that by virtue of Section 79 (2) of the Delhi Agricultural Produce Marketing (Regulation) Act, 1998, they are entitled to sell their produce in retail and they are not governed by the terms of provisions in Section 79 (1) of the aforesaid Act.   In case any of the concerned authorities raise an objection to the petitioner’s carrying on their trade and selling their produce in retail, it shall be open to the petitioners to establish before the concerned authorities and to satisfy them that they comply with all the requirements of Sections 79 (2) of the aforesaid Act by producing the relevant documents and in case the authority concerned is satisfied, the petitioners shall be permitted to carry on their trade till next date i.e. 12.09.2012”.

The list of petitioners who are claiming to be agriculturists is enclosed herewith.

The definition of ‘agriculturist’ as per the DAPM (R) Act 1998 restricts to the farmer residing in Delhi only, who is engaged in farming of flowers himself or through his labour.  The nine petitioners except Shri Rahul Saini are from Haryana and Rajasthan.   As such these petitioners are not agriculturist of Delhi & as such not covered under rule 79(2) to be eligible to sell their products in retail.  Shri Rahul saini has not produced satisfactory documentary evidence supporting his claim of agriculturist.   Thus none of the petitioner is covered under the definition of agriculturist to be eligible for retail sell of flowers in Delhi.   And as such on going trade of flowers, re-started recently at de-notified site at Fatehpuri and adjoining areas in its vicinity such as Sadar Bazar, Roshanara Road etc. by the petitioner in the above mentioned W.P. appear unlawful and is to be stopped forthwith.  With this objective following Special Enforcement Teams are hereby constituted and deployed in three shifts with immediate effect at the de-notified market at Fatehpuri to stop the trading in flowers.   The teams shall also ensure that no violation of the earlier direction of the Hon’ble Court in the Civil Misc. Petition no. WP (C) no. 6692/2011 & CM no. 13527/2011 (Copy of the order no. 23/67/DHC/Writ dated 16.09.2011 is enclosed) is committed at this site.   According to the letter and spirit of the directions of the Hon’ble High Court in this case no wholesale trade in flower is to be allowed in Fatehpuri.
