Sir,
| am directed to forward a copy of agenda no. 2 alongwith decision taken by the board vide Resolution no.
115/2015 dt. 20.11.15 & 23.11.2015 is as under:-:

“The agenda matter was discussed at length and the recommendations of sub-committee regarding
formulation of allotment policy were approved with following modifications:-

1. This allotment policy will be applicable for allotment of left over shops at Keshopur Market, Fish &
Poultry Market, Fruit & Vegetable Market Gazipur, New Grain Market, Narela and Najafgarh Grain
Market.

5 Point No. 4 of criteria was deleted and substituted with ‘no quota will be considered for the
farmers/Cooperative Societies/Govt. organizations of any State’. In case of any request from Co-
operative Societies/State Govts., the Board may consider the same separately.

3. 3 and Point No. 6 substituted as “The auction of shops will be made one-by-one and one applicant will
not be allotted more than one shop”.

Board also decided that on experimental basis, e-auction the shops of Keshopur Mandi and Fish, Poultry
Market, Gazipur first and to do the e-auction for other two Mandies viz. Gazipur (Fruit & Veg.) and Narela (Grain).

For other markets Tikri Khampur etc., a separate policy will be put up later”

This is regarding policy of allotment of shops in the newly
developed/future markets for agricultural produce in Delhi. In consonance
with the directives of the Central Govt. to ease the trade of fruit and
vegetables and to invite more fair and healthy competition in the trade, the
Govt. of NCT of Delhi vide notification dated 2-9-2014 de-regulated the
market area of fruits and vegetables and confined its regulation to the
limits of the principal yards/sub-yards. Further, vide notification dated 22-
9-2014, the provision i.e. rule 17(1)(f) of DAPM(R) General Rules, 2000
has been deleted and thereby the provision to have the premises to get

licence to carry out the business of agricultural produce in the market was

& V deleted.
. The Govt. of NCT of Delhi in its various meetings held at the level

\M of the Hon'ble Chief Minister/Development Minister has stressed upon the

need to open more mandies for the trade of agricultural produce in Delhi
S0 as to maintain adequate supply of agricultural produce and to keep

Wcheck on the prices of these commodities. A(lw&

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opening new mandies may take some more time, the Govt. deliberated
this issue and impressed upon the need to open more mandies for the
trade. Therefore, in line with the intention of the Govt., the process of
identification of land to develop more mandies is under process. Further,
there are two pockets of land namely Tikri Khampur and Mangolpuri which
are under possession with the APMC Azadpur where the development of

new mandies can take place.

In Delhi there are three APMCs ie. APMC, Azadpur, Shahdara and
Keshopur are dealing in fruit & vegetables where the APMCs have granted the
licence for the trade. Shops at Azadpur mandi were constructed by the traders
who were allotted the plots by DDA in the year 1974-75 or so. The mandi was
extended further and an area of about 33 acres was purchased by the APMC
from DDA, where the APMC constructed about 18 sheds for auction of fruits.

The shops at Keshopur mandi and Gazipur mandi have been constructed
by DAMB. The shops at Keshopur mandi were allotted in the year 2000 b

In the above context, it would also be relevant to refer the observation of
former Chairman DAMB, DAMB on this issue are as under :-
“ please examine.
It appears that the present proposal provides a market preference
to already established traders and commission agents. If there any
legal basis for this. Recently, trade in fruits and vegetables has
been deregulated. In light of this, should we not encourage new
entrants.
Further, the issue of costing is critical. It is well established
that in case of commercial properties, price discovery through

auction should be used. In such a case what is the justification for
